Taitung Hosts Book Club Fair

The fifth National Book Fair opened at the library of the Cultural Affairs Bureau (CAB) of
Taitung County on October 10. The annual event kicked off with a children’s book display followed
by an exhibition joined by 43 reading clubs at the CAB main plaza on October 13.

The fair also featured outdoor activities at Taitung’s Forest Park, a starlight evening party in front
of the CAB and a reading club seminar on October 14.
